The featured speaker was Patrick Smith with
CALIFORNIA SHIPS TO REHR. organization is
surveying two locations n SM Bay as sites for sinking
a ship and creating new habitat. There are currently
only two such artificial reefs in California; the
Palawan (120" deep) off Redondo and the Yukon
(100 off San Diego. The Dana Point City Counisil
sponsoring the USS Kawiswi a 655'X38' ship to be
sunk at Dana Point. Patrick's group is working to
standardize and speed up the process for creating
reefs from ships. He also showed slides taken of the
STAR OF SCOTLARMshing barge which sank (75"
in SM Bay in 1942. He usethese pics to illustrate
how the wreck has promoted growth and attracted
fish of all varieties.
