Other Halibut Fishing 

Contests 

Our club doesn’t have the Halibut 

Derby field to itself.  While the MDR 

Halibut Derby is the oldest Halibut 

Derby there are currently other halibut 

derbies here in Southern California.  

Two are ongoing contests down in 

Dana Point and in Long Beach.  Both 

http://www.halibutderby.com/
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are being run by local landings with 

the goal of getting return visitors to 

their charter boats.  Tournament 

angler’s entrance fee is added to their 

fares and the fees become the prize 

money.   Both landings run special 

halibut trips several times a week.  

New on the scene this year is the 

PMYC Invitational Game Fish 

Challenge (details below).  Like back 

when we were head to head with the 

SM Bay Halibut Derby a little 

competition is a good thing.  It kept us 

on our toes trying new things.  Like 

the MDR HD, the SMB HD was also 

committed to youth fishing and 

conservation. 

The Dana Wharf Halibut Hero Derby 

runs from November of 2010 to the 

end of April, but fishing starts getting 

interesting in the spring.  You have to 

fish Dana Point usually on the Fury 

(full day) or on Dana Pride (half day).  

The heaviest fish gets one-half of the 

pot.  The top 25 heaviest fish then 

face a final round of competition with 

the winner of this run-off getting the 

remaining half.   The daily entrance 

fee is $5 and the pot currently stands 

at $3,755 which amounts to 751 

fishing days.  Leader Board as of April 

19
th
 was topped by Mike Knudsen’s 

43.8 lb halibut.  The next five are in 

the 20 lb range; and there are 14 in 

the 7 to 10 lb range.  

The Pot of Gold Halibut Derby is 

specific to the boat The Native Sun 

out of Long Beach runs from April 6
th
 

to May 29
th
.  The boat runs 

Wednesday through Sunday.  This 

derby also has a run off for the top 25 

contenders and it’s held on June 5
th. 

 

This derby entrance fee is $6 which is 

split among the winner, runner up and 

a weekly jackpot.  The standings are 

posted at the Long Beach Dock.  The 

current leading halibut was caught by 

Sic Kim on April 16 and weighed 34.5 

lbs. The Pot is at $540 equal to 90 

fishing days. 

The Pacific Mariners Yacht Club is 

hosting a new event locally as an 

“Invitational Halibut Challenge” geared 

for the local yacht clubs and the small 

private boater typical of Marina Del 

Rey harbor.  It is coming June 3-5 , 

2011.  Starting with a Captains 

meeting the day before fishing.  And 

concluding with a BBQ the day after 

fishing.  They have a web site of:

click “Fishing” for the information.  

This tournament looks to be a fun 

social event. 

Also of special note is the WON 

Catalina Island White Seabass 

Championship being held on May 21 

and 22 out of Two Harbors.  The 

apparent scarcity of white seabass 

this year makes the other contest fish 

of yellow tail and halibut extra 

important.  This is a money contest 

with an estimated first place payoff of 

$7,000.  In addition there are a whole 

set of optional side bets for each of 

the three specie.   There will be 

$5,000 dollar prize for the first white 

seabass turned in with a tag.  Closer 

to our hearts is a prize drawing for 

anglers contributing a seabass for 

new Hubbs-Sea World brood stock.  

Marina Del Rey Anglers encourages 

all anglers who catch a legal White 

Seabass to save the head and turn it 

in with your catch information.   If you 

want the otolith stones returned to you 

after it is scanned please tell them and 

be sure your full mailing address is in 

the baggie with the head. 

There are plenty of fun fishing 

opportunities out there right now.  Get 

rid of the off-season cobwebs and go 

fishing.  Let us know you had a good 

catch and submit your weight slips to 

our weight master Randy Sprout.

Size Counts Especially in 

Bilge Pumps 

Most boats come equipped with 

minimum size pumps. Every boat 

owner should insure his pumps are 

adequate for unforeseen problems like 

a broken through-hull or a bad hose. 

Most pump manufacturers rate their 

pumps for moving water horizontally 

with no hoses attached. Add hoses 

and fittings, make the pump lift the 

water a few feet, and lower the 

voltage from 13.6 to 12.8 and the 

pumps capacity is lowered by one 

third. This means a Rule 1500 will 

move only 1000 GPH, a Rule 2000 

will only move 1300 GPH. If you have 

a 1.5 inch through-hull 3 feet below 

the water line and it breaks or the 

hose slips off you get 1530 GPH 

coming in. At this time you  hope your 

batteries are high enough, out of the 

water, to support your radio distress 

call.  Actually most boats sink 

unattended in the slip. To size your 

bilge pump correctly calculate this 

equation; 340.2 times the hole size 

times the depth of the hole below the 

water line = GPH, (340.2 X 1.5” 

diameter hole X 3’ deep = 1531). You 

should also think about which other 

pumps ( engine, bait or fresh water) 

on the boat could be re-valved so they 

could be used in an emergency.

CA DFG News 

California Outdoors Q&A: 

Question: The new automated 

licensing system requires that a driver 

license or ID card be presented in 

order to issue a fishing license and 

sturgeon report card. Children are 

required to have their own report 

card. However, children do not have 

ID cards. How does a child get a 

report card or a fishing license if they 

do not have a driver license at the age 

of 17 or 18, as many city  residents do 

not? (Jared K.) 

Answer: You are correct in that 

children are required to have their 

own report card if they are fishing in 

waters or for species that require a 

report card.  Children 15 years and 

younger are entered into the new 

automated licensing system under 

their parent's or guardian's ID 

number. When they obtain a 

California ID or California driver 

license, then that number will be 

entered into their personal 

information in the system. 

Individuals 16 years and older are 

required to have a sport fishing 

license.  

They will need to provide 

identification for their fishing license 

via one of the following (as per CCR 

Title 14, Section 700 4(b)):  

IDENTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 

Any applicant applying for any 

license, tag, permit, reservation or 

other entitlement issued via the ALDS 

shall provide valid identification. 

Acceptable forms of identification 

include:  

Valid driver license or state-issued ID 

card ,U.S. Birth Certificate... passport,

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Boat for sale: 
18 foot rowing catamaran.  Built in 1980ôs.  Carries two people.  

Customized for fishing, lobster hoop netting, and taking passengers.  

The rowing seat has a sliding oar rig by OnBoard that lets the 

rower's legs add leg power the rower's strokes.  The empty station in 

the rear can hold a beach chair or be left flat for walking. A second 

rowing rig could be added.  It has 9 foot  oars. It has three rod 

holders  It is very stable in open water.  Waves and wakes usually 

stay under the deck and leave you dry.  It has been a pleasure to row on ocean swells while trolling for fish etc.  The 

galvanized steel trailer was built new in 2001.  It has a custom cradle to hold the boat.  The wheel bearings and 

lights were just inspected and replaced or serviced as needed.  Easy to move by hand.  The boat alone weighs around 

120 pounds.  Use launch ramp or with two strong men can lift it if off the trailer and  carry onto a beach for free 

launching.  Trailer and the boat fits into my standard car garage, where I have kept it since acquiring the boat from a 

Boy Scout camp located in Lake Huntington (high Sierra's) in 2001.   My cost in 2001 was over $3,000.
